The theme of the photo must be in connection with the main subjects

Anyone can participate, with the exception of close relatives of jury members. 

 

Award-winning photo and prizes 

The winning photo will be selected by a jury during the week following the 19th of 

February. 

The jury for the 2026 contest is chaired by Gabriel Refait. The winning photo will be 

chosen by the jury according to a selection method pre-established by the jury. 

 

The winner will receive the following prizes: 

- A two-year subscription to cycle! magazine (four issues). 

- A place in the 4th edition of the Cézanne Cyclo Classic (3-4 October 2026 in Aix-en-

Provence). 

- The opportunity to publish a 10-12 pages portfolio in cycle! magazine, remunerated at
